Agreement between AUTHOR and PUBLISHER
(ASSIGNMENT)

This agreement is made on this thirteenth day of November, 2014 between “A” William J. Jackson, herein after called the AUTHOR of the one part, and “B” Gulshan Books, Residency Rd, Srinagar, herein after called the PUBLISHER of the second part.

Whereas the Author has written a book called “Kashmir Escapades: Fables of Shadow Valley” and is desirous of having it printed and published, and whereas the Publisher has agreed to print and publish the book on the terms and conditions herein after contained.
The Author hereby grants to the Publisher the rights to sell Kashmir Escapades: Fables of Shadow Valley during the legal term of copyright in Kashmir and in the subcontinent of India, whereas the rights to sell the book in Europe, the Americas, UK and Japan, and the rest of the world are held by the author.
Now it is mutually agreed as follows:

1. The Author has handed over the manuscript of the book alongwith illustrations to the publisher and also guarantees that the said work he/she has delivered for the publication in no way violates any existing copyright and that it contains nothing of a libelous, seditious or scandalous nature and she/he has full powers to make this agreement.
2. The Publisher shall print and publish the book and sell it at his own expense and the Author shall not be liable for any expense incurred in printing and publishing the book. The production, publicity publication and sales will be entirely controlled by them.
3. The Publisher shall be free to print any number of copies of the book and shall fix the price of the book.
4. There shall be paid to author a lump sum payment of Rs. 15,000  for assignment of copyright and all other rights of abridgment, enlargement, translation, etc. in India.  The payment is made as follows:

a. On receipt of manuscript after proofreading alongwith illustration Rs. 5000. 
b. Balance on release of the Book. Rs. 10,000. 
5. That after the aforesaid volumes of the first edition of the book have been sold the Publisher shall be entitled to reprint this work or in case of any second or subsequent editions being required, the Author will revise the book and make it up-to-date. Also, the usual author’s royalties (7.5%) from sales of editions after the first shall be donated to Ummah Welfare Trust to benefit widows and orphans in the Baltistan region of Kashmir. 
6. The Publisher shall deliver free of cost to the Author  10  copies as presentation copies immediately on the publication of the book. The Author shall have the right to purchase directly from the publisher subsequent copies for 60% of the market price.
7. The copyright of this book in India and Kashmir shall remain with the Publisher and shall be entitled to bring any action if they think fit against any person who infringes their copyright.
8. The Author solemnly declares that the work, Kashmir Escapades, does not contain any pirated, libelous, seditious, unlawful or legally/morally objectionable matter, and takes full responsibility and understands his answerability in this respect. Since the book is a work of fiction with various characters representing points of view, statements by fictional characters taken out of context cannot reasonably considered to represent the Author’s or the Publisher’s point of view.
9. The   Author Agrees to hold the Publisher harmless and indemnify the Publisher against any claim, demand action, suit proceeding, or any expense arising from claims of infringement of copyright of proprietary right, or claims of libel, obscenity, invasion of privacy or any other unlawfulness based upon or arising out of the publication or any matter pertaining to the Work.
10. The Publisher shall have rights to make any alterations or additions in the manuscript with Authors written consent, handed over to him.
11. All disputes are subject to Srinagar, Jammu & Kashmir jurisdiction. Any dispute arising under this agreement shall be referred to Arbitration as per the Arbitration & Conciliation Act, 1940.
