Style Sheet:

· Articles must be in Word .doc, or .rtf format; 

· 12 point Times

· Single-spaced;

· Paragraph must begin flush left and not indented;

· Blank space between paragraphs;

· Book reviews and guest Editorials average 1500-2500 words

· Articles average 2500-5000 words, but we do consider longer articles on request.

Endnotes:

Scholarly articles must be fully documented with non-automated endnotes, and not footnotes. 

Designate the endnote in the text by numbers in parentheses thus: (1), with the actual note at the end of the article.

All url citations should be text and not hypertext, and followed by “retrieved on + date”.

Copyright:

All submissions must conform to US and international copyright law. Authors are responsible for permissions. 

References:

U. S. English articles must conform to the Chicago Manual of Style; 

British English articles must conform to the Oxford Manual of Style and to the usage guidelines of Fowler’s Modern English Usage.
