What is Satyagraha, that the mantle of activist movements representing it may be passed from one leader and cause to another—from Gandhi to Martin Luther King, Jr., for example? 

A soulful set of conscientious guidelines, a plan, a strategy, a discipline to stimulate social change non-violently;
A faith tradition of agents of change who have certain ideals, such as compassion and patience, and the value of creative intelligence and dedication;

The fruit of Gandhi’s searching and experiments, a gathering of certain methods, and a call to conscience;

An ongoing experimental approach carrying forward a legacy of resolving conflicts with respect and decency, non-antagonism and seeking the of bettering of all involved;

A seeking of justice with agendas based on ahimsa and a spiritual view of fellow humans;

Public actions (which may involve accepting some suffering—jail, rough treatment, etc.—) to dramatize and call attention to issues, to demand rights, and appeal to consciences;

An approach which has become an ongoing entity with an identity, a wisdom teaching in action followed by communities striving to improve conditions, a system of activism with continuity, a hopeful way of working on issues, allowing human rights to flourish.
